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A job board, also called job site, job portal, job website or employment website, is a website that deals specifically with employ-

ment or careers. A job board enables employers to publish job offers for a position to be filled. For their search, jobseekers 

navigate through different websites in order to find a job. (Source)

¶ When the position is filled, call or email the Chamber office to remove the position from the job board.
